What is Halloween?

History of Halloween Day

Halloween is a tradition celebrated on the night of 31% of October, most notably by
children dressing in costumes and going door-to-door collecting sweets and is celebrated in parts
of the Western world. Halloween is one of the oldest holidays with origins going back thousands
of years. Halloween which means All Hallows Eve or the night before All Hallows, has had
many influences from many cultures over the centuries. Hundreds of years ago in Great Britain
and Northern France, lived the Celts who worshipped nature and had many gods. The Celts
commemorated their New Year on 1st of November with a festival and marked the end of the
"season of the sun" and the beginning of "the season of darkness and cold."On 31% of October,
after the crops were all harvested and stored for the long winter the cooking fires in the homes
were extinguished. The Celtic priests lighted new fires and offered sacrifices of crops and
animals. When the morning arrived they gave the hot coals from their fires to each family who
then took them home to start new cooking fires. These fires kept the homes warm and free from
evil spirits. The next day, the Celts celebrated the 1% of November festival which was called
Samhain and lasted for 3 days. They paraded in costumes made from the skins and heads of their
animals. When Romans invaded Britain on the first century, they brought many festivals and
customs. One of these festivals was Pomona Day, named for their goddess of fruits and gardens,
which was also celebrated around the 1st of November. Later, with the spread of the new
Christian religion throughout Europe and Britain, in the year 835 AD, the Roman Catholic
Church stated the 1% of November as a church holiday to honor all the saints which was called
All Saint's Day, Hallowmas, or All Hallows. Years later, the Church stated the 2nd of November
as a holy day to honor the dead which was called All Souls Day. It was celebrated with big
bonfires, parades, and people dressing up as saints, angels and devils. But the spread of Christian
religion did not make people forget their early customs. On the eve of All Hallows, 31% of
October, people continued to commemorate the festivals of Samhain. Then, the 31% of October
became known as All Hallow Even, All Hallow's Eve, Hallowe’en, and later known as
Halloween. The Halloween which people celebrate today includes all of these influences,
Pomona Day's apples, nuts, and harvest, the Festival of Samhain's black cats, magic, evil spirits
and death, and the ghosts, skeletons and skulls from All Saint's Day and All Soul's Day.
Following are the customs on Halloween Day:

Trick or Treat. The custom of trick or treating probably has several origins. During
Sambhain, the Celtics priests believed that the dead played tricks on mankind and cause panic and
destruction. They had to be appeased, so people gave the Celtics priests food as they visited their
homes

Jack O’Lanterns. In Ireland and Scotland, people used to carve scary faces into turnips or
potatoes and light them for their Halloween gatherings. They commemorated Jack, a shifty Irish
villain so wicked that neither God nor the Devil wanted him. Rejected by both the sacred and
profane, he wandered the world endlessly looking for a place to rest, his only warmth a glittering
candle in a rotten turnip.They brought the Jack O’Lantern tradition with them when they came to
the United States and soon found that pumpkins, a fruit native to America, make perfect Jack
O’Lanterns.

The interviews of five representatives from organizations, who would like to receive
the money.

1. President of St. Ambrosian Hotel and Tourism Association

- As you know, plans were made last year for a new luxury hotel and golf course just
outside the capital at Grand Bay. Unfortunately, the Foundation has not been able to get enough
money from our foreign investors for the hotel project to continue. I am sorry to say that this
project, which is of the greatest importance for all the people of St. Ambrosia, will have to be
abandoned if we do not receive money from the Lottery Committee. The benefits of the hotel
project continuing are obvious. We believe it will bring an extra 50,000 tourists a year to St.
Ambrosia. Think of how this will help the economy of our island, and the hotel will also create
hundreds of jobs for local people. I am sure that your committee will approve our application for
SAS$ 4 million so that this very impressive project.

2. President of St. Ambrosian Sport Association

-We have always encouraged all St. Ambrosians to play sport, to make the people of our
island healthy in mind and body. But because there are no modern sports facilities on the island,
our national athletics and football teams have to train in the public park, and our young people
must play sport in the street, and so cannot learn and develop as they should. For

SAS$ 6 million we could build a National Sports Center for all St. Ambrosians, young and
old. The Sports Centre would provide a social centre for our island, especially for young people,
who often have nothing to do. Our dream is, one day, to send a team to the Olympic Games to
represent St. Ambrosia. The National Sports Centre is a necessary part of our dream. Please, help
the dream become a reality.

3. Vice-chancellor of the University of St. Ambrosia

-We all know that, because of the poor facilities at the university, St. Ambrosia is losing its
best and most intelligent young people, who are choosing to study abroad, and not returning to
the island when they have completed their studies. The young people of this island, young people
who will go on to become engineers, doctors, lawyers, and teachers must have the best possible

education here in St. Ambrosia, not in some other country. Without education, there is no future
for us. We desperately need new equipment in our Computer Science and Technology
Department. For SA$ 4.5 million, we could make the necessary improvements to make sure
that young St. Ambrosians no longer have to go abroad.

4. Director of the St. Ambrosian Children’s Hospital

-My message to you is a very simple one. Our hospital, which helps the very poorest
children of St. Ambrosia, needs money for beds and medical equipment. We cannot continue
without your help. We need SA$ 3.5 million to stay open for another year, and to care the sick
children of our island. Without us, many of these children will have no one to help them. If you
care at all about the poor children of St. Ambrosia, you must help us.

5. Chief-executive of International Petroleum Incorporated

-This is really a simple business proposition. We believe that there is a possibility, a good
possibility perhaps, that there are large oil deposits under the sea off the north coast of St.
Ambrosia. Obviously, looking for the oil will take several years, and there is a risk that we will
find nothing. Therefore, we feel it is reasonable that the government of St. Ambrosia shares this
risk with International Petroleum Incorporated. SA$ 8 million seems a small amount if we
consider that if we find oil, and | repeat, if we find oil - St. Ambrosia could become one of the
richest islands in the world.
